Description

Spanish II is an intermediate language course that reinforces the basic skills learned in Spanish.  This course continues to build a solid foundation for communication in the five areas of the National World Language Standards:

Communication, culture, connections, comparisons and communities                              
· 
Hear the target language in most of the instruction.  
· 
Read literature in the target language, write, and comprehend oral communication.
· 
Speak the target language daily.
· Discuss the differences and similarities between the target culture and the    students’ culture.  
· 
Make connections between World Language study and other school subjects.  
· 
Receive instruction based on the National World Language Standards.  
Content    Students will:
· Continue to learn and utilize expressions to carry on everyday conversations.  

· Expand knowledge of thematic vocabulary that covers daily situations, such as personal habits, leisure activities, travel, school life and family relationships.

· Study geography and culture of Hispanic cities like México D.F., Cuzco, Santo Domingo, San José, and Segovia while recognizing similarities and differences.  

· Correctly use a variety of verb tenses to describe events in the present, past, future and conditional tenses.

· Correctly utilize more advanced grammar skills in written and spoken expressions.

Due to limited funds, each student will not have his/her own text book.  Students may check out books whenever possible.
Our textbook is interactive and can be accessed via the following website: vhlcentral.com is a website that students can use for practice activities.  Instructions will be provided in class.
Grading 
Grades will be divided into two categories:  Assignments and Assessments.  Assignments will make up 30% of the yearly grade and Assessments will make up 70% of the yearly grade.  There will be no extra credit awarded in this course.  A final exam will account for 10% of a student’s final overall grade.

Examples of Assignments may include the following:  classwork, homework, meeting a deadline, participation in an activity or discussion, etc.  

Examples of Assessments may include the following:  unit tests, IPAs, quizzes, projects, writing pieces, and presentations, etc.

Learning and Relearning

At Cooper we value learning and understand that sometimes students do not learn at the same pace.  We also know that many students need to develop better habits such as completing and turning in work on time, doing homework, spending time outside of class studying, and not falling behind in classes.  To help improve learning and school habits, Cooper is adopting the following in all classes as it relates to learning, meeting deadlines, and reassessing:

· Students must turn in all Assignments before the initial unit assessment (or completion of a unit) in order to receive a score for those Assignments.

· Students who have not reached mastery on an assessment (less than 90%) may retake that assessment to replace the grade if they made a valid first attempt.  

· In order to retake an assessment, students must complete relearning before retaking the assessment.  This relearning is approved by the teacher but will not directly affect the course grade.  Relearning may include one or more of the following:  attending tutoring, completion of all relevant assignments, completion of additional work, test corrections, completion of an online module, etc.  In order to be eligible for relearning and reassessment, a student must be compliant with classroom procedures (on task in current subject matter, technology policy, etc) as documented by instructor.

· The deadline for completing a reassessment is determined by department but at least 10 days after the initial assessment.

Teacher discretion will be used when necessary.

               All makeup work must be completed promptly (for excused absences only, one day for each day missed per school policy), and makeup tests and quizzes need to be made up within 7 instructional days of the original test date, according to the days that the instructor is available to stay.  All work should be made up outside of class and any activities completed in class may require the completion of an alternative assignment to receive credit.  Graded formative assessments are expected on the due date.  LATE WORK IS NOT ACCEPTED and will receive a zero. (Extenuating circumstances must be discussed in advance with the teacher)
Expectations:

· All discipline codes established by Cooper High School will be strictly enforced and additional rules will be established if student behavior so warrants.  
· No rude behavior or bullying will be tolerated.  
· All video games, cell phones, IPODs/I-Phones, grooming supplies, notes or any items distracting to instruction will be not be permitted. CELL PHONES ARE NOT THE DEVICE USED IN CLASS FOR COMPUTER WORK.
· Cheating and plagiarism are not acceptable and will result in a 0.  Using an internet translator to translate ideas and phrases is a form of cheating.  Internet translators may only be used to find definitions for individual words, as you would use a dictionary.  
· You must come to class prepared each day.  

Procedures:
1.  Refer to “Frases importantes en la clase de español” when asking a question.  Ask questions in Spanish!  

Strive to speak in Spanish every day.  Daily practice will help you learn the language more quickly and thoroughly. 

Do the practice work! You will be assigned homework periodically, but you can/should PRACTICE everyday.  If graded-Homework is due at the beginning of class.

Hall passes will be limited and should be used for emergencies.  These may not be used at times that are disruptive to class.  The teacher will decide to let a student use a hall pass or not. You must use the Ehall pass system.

